PRESENT:  Mayor Foster; Council Members Betty Bagley, Susan Kelsey, Odell Williams and Annie Reid; City Administrator Jeff Kerr and Human Resources Manger Carla Roof; Public Works Director Raymond Douglas.

CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Foster called the meeting to order at 5:20 p.m.
PRAYER:  Councilwoman Kelsey led in prayer

PLEDGE OF ALLIGENACE:  Mayor and Council recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Councilwoman Bagley requested to add an item to the agenda under New Business, Public Works.  With no objection, the item was added.   

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  

Second Reading - Ordinance 2009-05, City of Chester Fiscal Year 2009-2010.  Mayor Foster read the ordinance as presented.  Councilwoman Bagley made a motion to approve second reading of Ordinance 2009-2010 as presented.  Councilman Williams second the motion.   The motion carried unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS:

Councilwoman Bagley provided a letter from Amick Equipment concerning a used knuckle boom loader.  Several members of Council had an opportunity to view this truck which was brought to City Hall for review.  Councilwoman Bagley made a motion to purchase a used knuckle boom loader truck at the provided unit reconditioned price, in the amount of $65,000.00, plus tax.  Councilman Williams second the motion.  Discussion took place concerning how the truck would be paid, would we finance or pay in full?  Mr. Douglas indicated he would agree with saving the $20,000.  After much discussion, Councilwoman Bagley withdrew original motion.  Councilman Williams withdrew his second to the motion.  Councilwoman Bagley made a motion to accept the Knuckle Boom Loader at the price of $46,000.00, and funds coming from Fund Balance.  Councilman Williams second the motion.  After discussion, the motion carried.  

Councilwoman Bagley informed Council that Mr. Douglas has three bids on a dumpster truck and would like to present to Council.
