MINUTES

PUBLIC HEARING - 6:00 p.m. 
CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Foster called the Public Hearing to order at 6:00 pm.  No one was present to speak at the Public Hearing.  
CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Foster called the meeting to order at 6:15 p.m.

PRAYER:  Councilwoman Kelsey led in prayer.

CITIZENS FORUM – Mr. & Mrs. David Claytor, 119 Pinckney Street spoke to Council, just to introduce themselves as new comers to Chester. 

RESOLUTION:  Mr. Kerr recommended the Policy and Procedures Manual is adopted as presented.  Councilwoman Kelsey made a motion to approve the Procedures Manual with changes to become effective 7-1-09.  Councilman Caldwell second the motion.  Councilwoman Bagley spoke in opposition concerning signature stamps.  Mr. Kerr explained the reasoning for the signature stamps and indicated the accounting firm recommended the use of stamps as long as we have a policy in place.  Much discussion took place concerning changing the proposed policy, paragraph 3.  After discussion, Councilwoman Kovas requested to amend paragraph to read as follows: 

A written log must be kept to reflect every time the stamp is used.  Each time the stamp is used, an entry is to be recorded to the log reflecting the date and purpose of its use.  The Finance Office will design a form to be used to keep this log.   The designee would be one of the authorized signers.  Councilman Bagley amended the motion that the signature stamps be deleted from the manual at this time.  Councilwoman Kelsey second the motion.  Mayor Foster spoke in opposition of the amendment.  All in favor of the motion; Clack, Kelsey, Williams, Kovas, Caldwell and Bagley.  All opposed, Mayor Foster.  The motion carried.  All in favor of the motion as amended; Clack, Kelsey, Williams, Kovas, Caldwell and Bagley.  All opposed, Mayor Foster.  The motion carried.  
PETITIONERS: Gloria Kellerhals – Mrs. Kellerhals provided Council with an update on the Farmers Marker and Artisans Center.  The Farmers Market will have a Grand Opening on June 20, 2009.  

Tourism Projects - A tour group will be in town on Thursday and we want to have a cleanup look. This will allow an opportunity to increase tourism to our community.  Funding will be requested to keep the museum open, driving tours, an opera house.
