ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT:  

Mr. Kerr informed Council the grant with Chester Metropolitan District was approved and will begin.  This will update the water lines in the Pinckney Street area.  Pre-construction conference for the downtown streetscape will be held this Thursday.  Mr. Kerr indicated he talked with Catawba Regional concerning phase three of the Springsteen project.  Mr. Kerr challenged Council to review their current Council Package and provide input on how we can go green, paperless, etc.  This is a challenge to all Council on going green.
