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Chester is located in the center of Chester County, practically equidistant from Charlotte,
Spartanburg, and Columbia. With US Highway 321, SC Highways 9, 72, 97, and 121 providing
efficient access to major interstates and many other points of interest within the region, Chester
is an ideal location to visit, rest, and explore.
